gutter drove him successfully through
his primary education. Right from the
beginning in 1993, Peter had joined
Scouting, first as an ‘extension Scout’
with his fellow street friends, and later
as part of the Scout Unit in Muthurwa
Primary School.

When it was time to join secondary
school after successfully completing the
primary level, it was the late Regional
Director for the Africa Scout Region,
Kiraithe Nyaga who got him a school
in Eastern Kenya.

Peter’s life history is filled with ever-
growing hope for a better tomorrow.
When he joined Kiriani Secondary
School, he brought with him the
knowledge and desire to start a Scout
unit, as Scouting did not exist in that
school.

And so Peter started up the troop in
his new school and like a mirror
reflection of his own life, Scouting in
Kiriani Secondary School is becoming
stronger and popular by the day. There
are currently 30 Scouts in the school.
In the year 2000, Peter’s Scout troop
made it to the Kenya Scouts National
Super Scout Competitions and emerged
4™ overall winners.

Peter’s experience in Scouting is not
just local. In 1996, he was part of the
Kenyan contingent that attended a
jamboree in Australia.
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Ten years on, Peter’s grandmother is still
with him, but he claims that it is Scouting
which has stayed with him through the
most difficult times. Peter is now
looking forward to finalising his
secondary education and maybe even
going to university — “This would never
have been possible were it not for
Scouting ...”

There are many young Scouts who can
tell a similar story to Peter’s, thanks to
Kenya Scouts’ Extension Programme.
Through this programme KSA is
reaching out to children in the streets,
in slums and other difficult
circumstances with a hope for a better
life

There are more than 60,000 street
children in Nairobi city, and more in
other towns in the country. So far, the
Kenya Scouts has enrolled about 1,200
scouts in the extensions programme.
About 450 street Scouts have been
reunited with their families.

This is not charity says Lydiah,
Programme officer with the Nairobi
Regional Office — the Kenya Scouts
involved in this programme are working
there because they want to make a
difference in this world. They do it by
making friends, by selling what they do
best in Scouting ... and do they make a
difference? Well, says Lydiah, look at
Peter’s face and tell me what you think!
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
